Programming Committee

Attendance at this meeting was too low to select new programming committee members, though both Nancy and Sondra have indicated possible interest; if Sondra were to be on the committee, she would have to transfer duties involved in the young composers competition. Committee for the August selection of guitar pieces was not decided. However, we did decide to invite a guitarist to participate in the selection process after the initial screening. There was some concern on Herb’s part that we were not going to get enough pieces to fill a whole concert. He proposed three options if we need more pieces:

1. Ask for submissions from Guitar Society composers. This would be a way to draw in more

audience members from the Guitar Society population.

2. Suggest that the performing guitarist select and play contemporary pieces that he knows and likes.

3. Open the submission call to other NACUSA chapters.

Those present favored options 1& 2 over option 3. In any case, the programming committee will 

select proposed ‘extra’ pieces.  

Non-paying members

Herb said that we have some non-paying ‘members’ in our chapter and we need to have a policy about this. He emphasized that dues are due on January 1st each year and suggested a grace period till April 15. Reminders would be sent out on February 1st and March 1st. After this time, their names would be taken off our website. 

SVAC Representative

Herb will no longer be our representative to SVAC starting with their July meeting. The SVAC meetings are held monthly on Saturday morning in San Jose, near the San Jose International Airport off Guadalupe. We discussed the advantages of being members of this larger group. We do get some exposure through monthly demo events and their annual Silent Auction Event where we have been invited to perform our music. The cost of membership is $50 a year. Herb will ask Brian, who lives in San Jose, if he could take this on. 

Young Composer Submissions

We discussed ways we could increase our young composer submissions. Nancy felt that contacting private teachers directly was the only way to generate enthusiasm. We need to make our contest more attractive to young composers. 

Other Discussion

Nancy suggested looking into Cubberly Theater as an alternate performing space. 

We also discussed the need for a volunteer grant writer. Nancy said that it is hard work and time consuming.
